
 

2016 Montana Board of Outfitters 
Policy for Watercraft Identification Decals 

 
 

1. The tags shall display the outfitter or guide license number for identification purposes. License 
numbers shall be added to the tags and maintained in a readable fashion by licensees. We recommend 
printing with black sharpie minimum two inches. The print area (white) was expanded by removing the 
year and shrinking the Board Seal. 
 
2. An unlicensed outfitter assistant shall display board-issued watercraft identification tags on each 
watercraft to be occupied by the outfitter assistant, showing the license number of the employing 
outfitter.  
 
3. One tag shall be affixed to each side of the watercraft at the bow, or at the oarlock, or stern of the 
watercraft and be of a size approved by the board so that they may be easily seen from another 
watercraft or from shore.  
 
4. Each tag shall be affixed to the watercraft or on a removable plaque in such a way that if the craft is 
sold or is not being used by the licensee while the licensee is providing services, the tag may be removed 
or concealed to prevent misidentification of the occupant(s) as licensees.  
 
5. Once replacement tags are requested, temporary replacement watercraft identification tags may be 
downloaded from the board website, printed by licensees, and displayed pending receipt of watercraft 
ID to replace lost tags. Such temporary tags may not be used after replacement tags are received.
